4. Provide a written statement (maximum of 500 words, 12 pt. Arial font, double spaced) addressing 3 main points: 
a. Explain an attribute of the Omora Park that is significant for conservation. 
b. Why are you interested in the Tracing Darwin’s Path Study Abroad course?

c. How could the TDP experience affect your future career?

5. Meet in person with one of the UNT faculty program leaders (Dr. Jaime Jimenez or James Kennedy).

6. Confirm with the Sub-Antarctic Biocultural Conservation Program Administrative Coordinator, Judy DeLay, that the curriculum vitae/resume, and letter of intent have been received
